The talk introduces the newly commenced Marie Sklodowska-Curie funded research project Human-
Animal Relationships in Archaeology - Worldviews of Hunter-gatherers in Northern Europe (HARA) 

based in the School of Archaeology and its Centre for Experimental Archaeology and Material Cul-
ture, University College Dublin. The project aims to provide new perspectives on human interactions 
with animals in Northern Europe by proposing an interdisciplinary approach. This includes an analy-

sis of ethnographic materials from NE Russia, contextual analyses of archaeological materials from 
Latvia, Denmark and France and new experimental archaeological approaches to artefacts manufac-
tured from animal remains. HARA focuses on how animal remains, artefacts manufactured on animal
